Subject: Monthly Summary for the Cabinet for the month of October, 2022.

1.  Award and Construction of National Highways: The Ministry has constructed 4,060
KMs of National Highways up to October in 2022-23 as compared to 4,450 KMs
constructed up to October in 2021-22. The award figure is 5,007 KMs during this period
as compared to 4,913 KMs during the period in previous year.

2. Laying the Foundation Stone of Ropeways by Hon'ble PM in Uttarkahand: On

October 21, 2022, Hon'ble Prime Minister laid the foundation stone for two ropeways
projects in Uttarakhand. One of these will be connecting the town of Govindghat to the
Hemkund Sahib (about 12.4 km) and the other will be connecting the town of Gaurikund
to Kedarnath (9.7 km). The projects are estimated to cost around Rs.2,430 crores and
proposed to be completed in three years from start of the construction. Construction of
these ropeways will help in reducing travel time and boost the tourism industry.

3. National Highways Infra Trust (NHIT): National Highways Infra Trust (NHIT) Bonds

were successfully listed on Bombay Stock Exchange & National Stock Exchange on
28" Oct 2022 in the presence of Shri Nitin Gadkari, Hon’ble Minister of Road Transport
& Highways. NHIT raised a sum of Rs 1,500 crore through an issue of secured, rated,
listed, redeemable, non-convertible debentures securities (“Bonds”) with a long-dated
maturity of 25 years. The Bonds were issued with a coupon of 7.9% payable half yearly,
which works out to 8.05% interest for the year. The minimum investment amount was
kept low at Rs.10,000/- in order to encourage participation of retail investors. NHIT
Bonds received enormous interest from multiple investor class and was called for early
closure on second day due to over subscription.

4, Special Campaign 2.0 for disposal of pending references: Ministry of Road Transport

and Highways has successfully implemented the special campaign 2.0 from 02.10.2022
to 31.10.2022. Identified targets under various parameters of the campaign and

Conference on Indo-Australian partnership and collaboration:  Promoting Indo-
Australian bilateral trade and investments, Hon'ble Union Minister for Road Transport
and Highways Shri Nitin Gadkari emphasized about the great investing opportunities in
India including the transport infrastructure sector, at Industry Roundtable conference,
organized by Austrade in Sydney. The roundtable conference focused on partnership &
collaboration between India and Australia in Road Infrastructure as well as in the field
of net zero emission, transportation and related infrastructure development.

81st Annual Session of the Indian Roads Congress (IRC): The 81st Annual Session of

Indian Road Congress was held in Lucknow. The Session has been a great opportunity for

engineers, professionals road sector experts from the country and abroad to come
together & take efforts towards safer and sustainable roads.
