Subject: Monthly Summary for the Cabinet for the month of December, 2021.

1. Award and construction of National Highways: The Ministry has constructed
6,185 K.M. of National Highways up to December in 2021-22 as compared to 7,203
K.M. constructed up to December in 2020-21. The award figure is 5,835 K.M. during
this period as compared to 7,767 K.M. in the previous year.

% National Conference on “Investment Opportunities in Highways, Transport and
Logistics: A National Conference, under the chairmanship of Shri Nitin Gadkari, Hon’ble
Minister for Road Transport & Highways, on “Investment Opportunities in Highways,
Transport and Logistics” was held in Mumbai on December 17, 2021. The conference
highlighted investment opportunities in highway, transport and logistics sectors along
with implementation plan for Bharatmala Pariyojana and Vehicle Scrapping Policy.
Hon’ble Minister for Road Transport and Highways urged the investors to come forward
and invest boldly in the infrastructure sector. Four MoUs were signed during the Summit
which includes 2 MoUs for establishment of RVSFs in Maharashtra signed by Tata Motors
and Mahindra CERQ respectively.

3. Laving Foundation Stone and inausuration of National Highway projects:  Shri
Nitin Gadkari, Hon’ble Minister for Road Transport & Highways laid foundation stone and
inaugurated 232 K.M. of National Highways on 20™ December, 2021 at a cost of Rs.4,160
crore in Jaunpur and Mirzapur and 240 K.M. in Meerut and Muzaffarnagar with a total
cost of Rs.9,119 crore on 23.12.2021 in Uttar Pradesh. The Hon’ble Minister emphasized
infrastructure development would provide better connectivity and boost the
development of State.

4. Intelligent Transport System (ITS): The Hon’ble Minister launched first
Intelligent Transport System (ITS) on é-Lane Eastern Peripheral Expressway at Dasna,
Ghaziabad on 23.12.2021. The ITS will achieve traffic efficiency by efficient
infrastructure usage, enriching users with prior information about traffic and minimizing
traffic problems. ITS will reduce travel time as well as enhance safety and comfort of
commuters.

5. Triple Deck to transport two wheelers: This Ministry, vide Draft Notification-
GSR 885(E) dated 27th December, 2021- has proposed to amend Rule 93 of the Central
Motor Vehicle Rules (CMVR) 1989 to allow rigid vehicles as well as trailers to have
maximum of three decks to transport two wheelers with the load body not projecting
over the driver's cabin. This will enhance the carriage capacity of two wheelers by 40-
50%. Further, trailers can have a maximum of two decks to carry four wheelers with the
load body as per Automotive Industry Standard (AIS) 113.



6. Safety Requirements for Road Train: This Ministry, vide Draft Notification- GSR
886(E) dated 27th December 2021- has proposed to amend CMVR 1989 by inserting a new
Rule,125K, regarding Safety Requirements for Road Train. It has been proposed that from
015t March, 2022 onwards, the procedure for type approval and certification of Road
Train, shall be in accordance with AIS-113, as amended from time to time, till the
corresponding BIS specifications are notified under the Bureau of Indian Standards Act,
2016 (11 of 2016).

7. Electric power train vehicles: This Ministry, vide S.0. 5419(E) dated 27th
December has notified revision of Automotive Industry Standard AIS 038 (Rev 2) for M and
N categories of vehicles (passenger cars and commercial vehicles) and issued a new
Standard AIS 156 for Electric Power Train and battery in respect of two and three
wheelers, and Quadricycles. This notification covers the aspect of battery safety, which is
interlinked with overall safety of Electric Vehicles (EVs). This will further improve safety
of EVs.

8. Constitution of a Committee for settlement of arbitral awards/court orders
pertaining to NHAI, where settlement amount is Rs.100 cr. & above : A Committee
has been constituted under the chairmanship of Secretary, Ministry of Road Transport &
Highways with Chairman, NHAI, Additional Secretary & Financial Adviser, MoRTH and
Member, NHAI as its Members to deliberate on all references being made by NHAI in case
of arbitral awards/court orders, where settlement amount is Rs.100 cr. & above, in order
to take timely and appropriate decisions. The Committee will inter alia advise whether to
go for conciliation / amicable settlement of disputes through Conciliation Committee of
Independent Experts (CCIE); the amount at which such conciliation may be done; whether
to withdraw from the conciliation; whether an appeal has to be filed against an
Arbitration Award/Court Orders.

9. Change in the management structure of the National Highways Infra Investment
