Subject: Monthly Summary for the Cabinet for the month of July, 2022.

1. Award and Construction of National Highways : The Ministry has constructed 2,493 KMs

of National Highways up to July in 2022-23 as compared to 2,927 KMs constructed up to July
in 2021-22. The award figure is 1,975 KMs during this period as compared to 2,434 KMs during

this period in the previous year.

2. Laying the foundation Stone/Inauguration of Road Projects by Hon'ble Prime Minister

: During his visit to Deoghar, Jharkhand on 12% July, 2022, Hon'ble Prime Minister inaugurated
and laid the foundation stone of several projects worth more than Rs.10,000 crores. He laid
the foundation stone of 4-laning of Mirzachowki-Farakka section of NH-80; 4-laning of
Hariharganj to Parwa More section of NH-98; 4-laning of Palma to Gumla section of NH-23; 4-
laning from Sankha to Khajuri of NH-75 (Rehla/ Garhwa Bypass); Elevated Corridor from
Kutchery Chowk to Piska More of NH-75; Construction of 4 lane Itki ROB in Ranchi on NH-23;
Widening & Strengthening/ Re-construction from Chakradharpur to Hatgamaharia (NH-75E)
Widening & Strengthening/ Re-construction from Meharma (Jharkhand/ Bihar Border) to
Hathbandha (NH-133), and inaugurated projects of 2/4 laning of Govindpur (Rajganj)-Chas-WB
Border section of NH-32; 6-Laning of Gorhar to Barwa Adda section of NH-Z; 4-Laning of
balance work of Ranchi-Mahulia Section from; Rampur to Saharbeda Section. These projects

will boost the connectivity and socio-economic development of the region.

3. Inauguration of savner-Dhapewada-Gondkheri Section of NH 547-E : Union Minister for

Road Transport and Highways inaugurated Savner- Dhapewada - Gondkheri section of NH 547-
E with a length of 28.88 km in Nagpur worth Rs 720 crore on 24™ July, 2022. The four-laning
of the Savner - Dhapewada - Goundakhairi section will provide better connectivity to the
pilgrims to the famous Ganesha Temple at Adasa and the Vitthal-Rukmini Temple at
Dhapewada in the area. The new 4-lane bridge over the Chandrabhaga river will relieve
traffic jams in Dhapewada and make travel safer. It will facilitate the access of agricultural

and local products of the region to larger markets.



4. Plantation by NHAI under 'Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsav': National Highways Authority of
India organized a nationwide plantation drive on 17th July, 2022 and planted around 1.25 lakh

saplings in one day through simultaneous plantations at 114 identified locations. NHAI's aim is
to achieve 75 lakh plantations till 15th August, 2022 to mark the Amrit Mahotsav, celebrating
75 years of India's Independence.

5. Specific exemptions for Armoured Vehicles from the provisions under the Central

Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989: Ministry of Road Transport and Highways, vide draft G.S.R.
511(E) dated 4" July 2022, has notified to“insert a new rule 125L in Central Motor Vehicles
Rules, 1989 whereby it has been proposed that specific exemptions for Armoured Vehicles

from the notified provisions under the Central Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989, shall be in
accordance with AIS-194:2022, as amended from time to time, ftill such time the
corresponding BIS specifications are specified under the Bureau of Indian Standards Act, 2016.
Comments and suggestions have been solicited from all stakeholders within a period of thirty

days.

6. Fuel efficiency Norms for light, medium and heavy motor vehicles: Ministry of Road

Transport and Highways has amended Central Motor Vehicle Rules, 1989 to include
compliance to Fuel Consumption Norms for light, medium and heavy duty motor vehicles of
various categories, excluding Tippers, manufactured or imported to India. The compliance to
Fuel Consumption Norms shall be verified as per the procedure of Conformity of Production,
outlined in AIS-149. The Fuel Consumption Norms are proposed to be implemented from 1st
day of April, 2023. The aim of the notifications is to introduce more fuel efficient vehicles.
Comments have been invited from all stakeholders, within thirty days from the date of the

notification.

7. New Technology for Road Construction: Union Minister for Road Transport & Highways

Ministry chaired a brainstorming session with road developers, who are using new technology
for road construction with focus on soil stabilization techniques, ultra high performance
concrete, pre-cast structure, re-cycling of construction material, pre-fabricated modular
steel bridges and Geosynthetic, on 20th July, 2022.
