Subject: Monthly Summary for the Cabinet for the month of July, 2023.

1. Construction and Award of National Highways: Upto July, 2023 has cumulatively,
2,670 km of National Highways have been constructed and 1,125 km awarded as
compared to the construction of 2,493 km and award of 1,975 km during the
corresponding period in previous year.

2. Foundation Stone laying of National Highway Project by Hon’ble Prime Minister:

2.1 Chhattisgarh: Foundation stones of five National Highway projects worth Rs. 6,400
crores were laid in Raipur on 07*" July, 2023. These projects include 33 km long 4-lanning
of the Raipur to Kodebod section on the Jabalpur-Jagadalpur National Highways; 53 km
long 4-lane Bilaspur-Pathrapali stretch of Bilaspur to Ambikpaur section of NH-130;43 km
long six-lane Jhanki-Sargi section on NH 130 CD; 57 km long six-lane Sargi-Basanwahi
section on NH-130 CD and; 25 km long six-lane Basanwahi-Marangpuri section of NH-130
CD. These projects will improve the connectivity and give a major thrust to socio-eonomic
development of the region.

2.2 Telangana: Foundation stone of 176 km long National Highway projects worth Rs.
5,500 crores was laid in the Warangal on 08" July, 2023. The projects include 108 km long
Mancherial - Warangal section of Nagpur-Vijayawada Corridor and upgradation of the 68
km long Karimnagar - Warangal section of NH-563 from the existing two-lane to a four-
lane configuration.

3. Inauguration and Foundation Stone laying of Projects by Hon’ble Union Minister
for _Road Transport & Highways:

3.1 Rajasthan: Foundation stone laying and inauguration ceremony of eleven National
Highway projects worth Rs. 5,600 crores was held at Pratapgarah on 04 July, 2023.
These projects include 6-laning project from Kishangarh to Gulabpura section on National
Highway-48; construction of 4-lane ROB on National Highway-162A at Fatehnagar; high-
level bridge on Chambal river in Mandrayal.

3.2 Andhra Pradesh: Foundation stone for three National Highway projects of length 87
km worth Rs. 2,900 crores was laid at Tirupati on 13 July, 2023. These projects include
construction of (a) 35 Km long Naidupate-Turpu Kanupur Section of NH-71 at a cost of Rs.
1,399 Crore, (b) 36 Km long Chillakuru Cross-Krishnapatnam Port South Gate Section via
Turpu Kanupur on NH-516W at a cost of Rs. 909 crore and (c) 16 Km long
Thamminapatnam-Narikellapalle Section including a dedicated Port Road from Eupuru to
Krishnapatnam Port on NH-516W & NH-67 at a cost of Rs. 610 Crore.

3.3 Uttar Pradesh: Inaugurated two National Highway projects worth Rs. 3,300 crores
on 17% July, 2023 at Lucknow. These projects include Madiyav-1.I.M. of Lucknow-Sitapur



section on National Highway-24 and construction of 4-lane road from Naviganj to
Mitrasenpur of Aligarh-Kanpur section. These projects will provide direct access of
transport to farmers of Kannaujtill Chhibramau, Naviganj Mandi and even up to Delhi.

4. Expenditure: MoRTH targest to achieve 91% of GBS CAPEX outlay by December,
2023 against annual target of Rs. 2,58,606 crore. Upto July, 2023 actual expenditure
incurred is Rs.1,01,788 crore.

5. Approval of Compressed Gaseous Hydrogen Internal Combustion Engine
Vehicles: MoRTH, vide draft GSR 476(E) dated 3"July, 2023, has proposed to introduce
the norms regarding Type Approval of Compressed Gaseous Hydrogen Internal Combustion
Engine Vehicles of categories M and N in accordance with AIS 195:2023 as amended from
time to time till the corresponding BIS specification is notified under the Bureau of Indian
Standard Act, 1986 (63 of 1986).

6. Air_conditioning system in Truck Cabin: MoRTH, vide draft G.S.R. 492(E) dated
10"July, 2023, has proposed that vehicles of categories N2 (goods vehicle with gross
vehicle weight exceeding 3.5 ton but not exceeding 12.0 ton) and N3 (goods vehicle with
gross vehicle weight exceeding 12.0 ton) shall be fitted with an air conditioning system in
their cabin on or after 1*January 2025..

7. MoRTH has issued new guidelines for the provision of signages on Expressways and
National Highways. The fresh guidelines focus on further improving road safety by
incorporating best practices and world standards to offer improved visibility and intuitive
guidance to the drivers. Some of the salient features of the guidelines include enhanced
visibility and legibility; pictorial depictions for intuitive communication; regional
languages; focused lane discipline.

8. Land Acquisition: A total of 161 Land Acquisition Notifications were issued and Land
Acquisition compensation of approximately Rs. 520.90 crores were processed through
Bhoomi Rashi-PFMS.

9. Standing Finance Committee (SFC) Meetings: In the month of July, 2023, one (1)
project of length 12.72 Km with total capital cost of Rs. 323.76 crore was appraised by
Committee and recommended for approval.
