Subject: Monthly Summary for the Cabinet for the month of February, 2022.

Award and Construction of National Highways: The Ministry has constructed

8,045 Km of National Highways up to February in 2021-22 as compared to 11,143
km constructed up to February in 2020-21. The award figure is 7,618 km during
this period as compared to 8,512 Km in the previous year.

Vehicle Location Tracking Device for vehicle carrying any dangerous or

hazardous goods: It was noticed that vehicles, which are not under the ambit

of national permit, and carrying various gases viz Argon, Nitrogen, Oxygen etc.
and goods of dangerous or hazardous nature, are not mandated for Vehicle
Location Tracking Device. Accordingly, the Ministry vide draft notification
dated 15" February, 2022 has proposed that every goods carriage vehicle,
carrying any dangerous or hazardous goods, shall be equipped with or fitted with
a vehicle location tracking device, as per Automotive Industry Standard(AlS)
140. Comments and suggestions have been invited from stakeholders within a
period of thirty days.

Implementation of Section 44 of the Motor Vehicles (Amendment) Act, 2019:
This Ministry, vide Notification dated 15" February, 2022, has notified the

implementation of Section 44 of the Motor Vehicles (Amendment) Act, 2019. It
relates to wearing of protective headgear. It mandates that every person, above
four years of age, driving or riding or being carried on a motorcycle of any class
or description shall, while in a public place, will wear protective headgear
conforming to such standards, as may be prescribed by the Central Government.

Safety measures for children below four years of age riding or being carried

on a motor cycle: This Ministry, vide notification dated 15 February, 2022, has

amended rule 138 of Central Motor Vehicle Rules, 1989 and has prescribed
norms related to safety measures for children below four years of age riding or
being carried on a motor cycle. Further, it specifies use of a safety harness and

crash helmet. It also restricts speed of such motor cycles to 40 kmph. These



rules will come into force after one year from the date of publication of the
Central Motor Vehicles (Second Amendment) Rules, 2022 i.e. from 15 February
2023.

Type approval of Cash Van: This Ministry vide notification dated 23" February,

2022, has issued the rule regarding type approval of Cash Van, a Special Purpose
Vehicle(SPV), and its compliance with the respective Automotive Industry
Standard(AlS). It has been prescribed that Cash Vans shall comply with the
requirements stated in AlIS-163:2020, as amended from time to time, till the
corresponding BIS specifications are notified under the Bureau of Indian
Standards Act, 2016(11 of 2016).

Triple deck to transport two wheelers: It was brought to the notice of the

Ministry that the plying of vehicles more than two decks was not permitted by
CMVR 1989. It was submitted that three decks are safe and will enable them to
carry more number of motor vehicles within the permissible gross vehicle
weight. Accordingly, this Ministry vide notification dated 25th February 2022 has
amended Rule 93 of the Central Motor Vehicle Rules 1989, and allowed rigid
vehicles as well as trailers to have maximum of three decks to transport two
wheelers, with the load body not projecting over the driver's cabin . It will
improve logistics efficiency.

Compensation to Victims of Hit and Run Motor Accidents Scheme: This

Ministry has notified a new scheme for compensation of victims of Hit & Run
motor accidents vide notification dated 25th February, 2022 to cater to
enhanced compensation (from Rs 12,500/- to Rs 50,000/- for grievous hurt and
from Rs 25,000/- to Rs 2,00,000/- for death).The process of application for
compensation and the release of payment to victims has also been made time
bound . This scheme will supersede the Solatium Scheme, 1989 from 01st April,
2022 onwards. '

Detailed Accident Report (DAR): This Ministry has issued notification dated

25" Feb. 2022 to mandate the procedure for detailed investigation of road

accidents, the Detailed Accident Report (DAR) and its reporting, along with
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timelines for different stakeholders, for quick settlements of claims by the Motor
Accident Claim Tribunal (MACT). Further, it has mandated incorporation of

validated mobile number in the Certificate of Insurance.

Motor Vehicle Accident Fund Rules: Ministry has published rules on 25.2.2022

regarding creation, operation, sources of fund etc. of the Motor Vehicles
Accident Fund. This fund shall be used for providing compensation in case of Hit
& Run Accident, treatment for accident victims and any other purpose, as may

be specified by the Central Government.

Laying Foundation Stone and Inauguration of National Highway Projects: Shri

Nitin Gadkari, Hon’ble Minister for Road Transport & Highways inaugurated and
laid foundation stone for 51 National Highways projects of Rs.21,559/- crore in
Andhra Pradesh, 46 NHs of Rs.19,930/- crore in Karnataka and laid foundation
stone for 11 National Highways projects of Rs.5722/- crore in Madhya Pradesh
during the month. These proposed NH projects would provide easy transport
facility to the pilgrims and tourists, decrease traffic jams and fuel consumption,
create employment opportunities and play a pivotal role in bringing prosperity to

the people of these States.

Reinstatement of Provision of Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) in bids for

higshway projects: On the expiry of applicability of Department of Expenditure’s

OM No. 9/4/2020-PPD dated 12.11.2020 regarding bid security on 31.12.2021,
provisions of Rule 170 of GFR, 2017 which existed before issue of aforesaid
Department of Expenditure OM, have been reinstated allowing provision of bid
security or bid security declaration for all modes of road construction under PPP
including EPC.

Compensation through Bhoomi Rashi Portal: The Ministry has issued a total of

189 Land Acquisition Notifications and processed Land compensation for an
amount of Rs.81,62,74,077.88 through BhoomiRashi-PFMS Portal, during the
month on February, 2022.
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India-Japan Joint Working Group (JWG) Meeting: The 7th meeting of the JWG

under the Framework of Cooperation (FoC) between India and Japan on Roads

and Road Transport sector was held on 25th February, 2022 in hybrid mode. Both
the countries exchanged views on construction techniques & experience and

challenges related to slope protection with reference to Highway projects.

Standing Finance Committee (SFC) meetings: In the month of February, 2022,
37 projects of length 1531.29 km and total capital cost of Rs. 37261.89 Cr. were

appraised by SFC and recommended for approval.
