Monthly Summary for the Cabinet for the month of June, 2020.

The Ministry has constructed 1823 km of National Highways up to June
2020 as compared to 2155 km in June, 2020. The NH projects for a
length of 1658 were awarded during this period as compared to 743 km
in the previous year.

The Ministry has issued an advisory on 01.06.2020 to the State
Governments for smooth implementation of “Rent a Motor Cab/Cycle
Schemes”. It has been advised that the person driving such vehicles
carrying valid driving license or an International Driving Permit and a
copy of license required for renting such vehicles under respective
schemes would not require any badge/permit. Further such vehicles
having license under the scheme will be allowed to drive across the
State on payments of relevant taxes. :

On 02.06.2020, Shri Nitin Gadkari, Hon’ble Minister for Road Transport &
Highways and MSMEs announced the development of a new Greenfield
connectivity to Amritsar City from Nakodar via Sultanpur Lodhi,
Goindwal Sahib, Khadoor Sahib as part of Delhi-Amritsar Expressway, as
part of Bharatmala. With this expressway, travel time from Amritsar to
Delhi International airport would be reduced to about four hours from
the present about eight hours. The first phase of expressway would
involve investment of about Rs 25,000 crore.

On the occasion of World Environment Day on 05.06.2020, Shri Nitin
Gadkari, Hon’ble Minister for Road Transport & Highways and MSME,
launched the UNDP national awareness campaign on ‘Prevention of
Human and Animal Mortality of Highways’ via video conference. He
underlined the need for generating awareness and education for the
massed at large towards reducing or eliminating morality on the roads of
both human beings and animals.

Ministry of Road Transport and Highways has issued notification on
05.06.2020 mandating a strip of green colour of 1cm width on top of the
existing sticker carrying details of registration for BS-VI vehicles of any
fuel type i.e. for petrol or CNG which have a light blue colour sticker
and a diesel vehicle which is of orange colour. These stickers will now
have a green strip of 1 cm on top for BS VI, as mandated.

Ministry of Road Transport and Highways has issued notification on 18.06.2020

inviting suggestions and comments on the proposed amendment to the Motor
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Vehicle rules for entering into MoUs with neighbouring countries for facilitating
movement of vehicles.

Ministry of Road Transport and Highways has issued notification on 19.06.2020
inviting suggestions and comments on the proposed amendment in the Motor
Vehicle draft rules for deferment of BS-IV emission norms for construction
equipment vehicles, tractors and harvesters in view of the COVID impact on
the economy.

The Ministry of Road Transport and Highways has issued a notification on
24.06.2020 to seek comments and suggestions for amendment to the FORM 1
and FORM 1A of the Central Motor Vehicles Rules 1989 for enabling the Citizens
with mild to medium color blindness to obtain the Driving License.

The Ministry published a notification on 26.06.2020 to amend Rule-93 Central
Motor Vehicles Rules 1989 relating to dimension of motor vehicles. These
amendments would provide for standardization in the dimensions of the Motor
Vehicles which would be in line with international standards and further a step
by the Ministry to improve the logistics efficiency in the country as he
enhanced dimensions would provide for extra passengers or extra carrying
capacity within the prescribed weight.

The Ministry has identified works to the tune of Rs. 6400 Crores on the
construction or maintenance of the National Highways in the 104 of the 116
districts identified for providing assistance and employment to the Migrant
Labourers under the Garib Kalyan Rozgar Abhiyan. It has been ensured that the
funds are available and the execution is put on a fast track. Apart from these,
plantation activities for around Rs 240 crores are also being undertaken in
these districts in these districts which would also provided employment
opportunities in these districts.

MOoRTH had issued an advisory to all States and Union Territories that validity
of Fitness, Permit (all types), Driving License, Registration or any other
concerned document whose extension of validity could not or not likely be
granted due to lockdown and which had expired since 1* Feb, 2020 or would
expire till 30" of June 2020, may be treated to be valid till 30" September,
2020.

In the month of June 2020, a total 11 nos. of projects were considered by the
Standing Finance Committee. The 11 projects of length 211.64 km and total
capital cost of Rs. 7183.54 Cr. were appraised by SFC recommended for
approval.
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
