Subject: Monthly Summary for the Cabinet for the month of March, 2022.

1. Award and Construction of National Highways: The Ministry has
constructed 10,457 Km of National Highways up to March in 2021-22, as

compared to 13,327 km constructed up to March in 2020-21. The achievement
is despite Corona Pandemic. The award figure is 12,731 km during this period
as compared to 10,964 Km in the previous year.

2 Deferment of the date of implementation for emission norms (TREM V) for
tractors, combine harvesters and power tillers: This Ministry, vide draft
notification dated 31st March 2022, has proposed to defer the date of
implementation of emission norms (TREM 1V) for tractors, combine harvesters
and power tillers from 1° April, 2022 to 1%t October, 2022 i.e by six months.
Comments and objections have been solicited from concerned stakeholders
within a period of thirty days.

3. Inter-Country Non-Transport (personal) Vehicle Rules,2022: This Ministry
issued a draft notification for Inter-Country Non-Transport (personal) Vehicle
Rules, 2022 dated 16.03.2022. These rules propose to formalize the movement
of Non-Transport (personal) vehicles registered in other countries when
entering or plying in the territory of India. The documents, viz. valid RC,
DL/International Driving Permit, Insurance Policy and PUC, are required to be
carried in the vehicle(s) operating under Inter-Country Non-Transport Vehicle
Rules during the duration of stay in the country. Motor vehicles registered in
any country other than India shall be required to comply with rules and
regulations made under Section 118 of Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 of India.

4. Motor Third Party Premium and liability rules for the Financial Year (FY)
2022-23:  This Ministry has issued a draft notification dated 17" March, 2022
regarding Motor Third Party Premium and liability rules for the Financial Year
(FY) 2022-23. Through this notification, the premium rates for Motor Third
Party Insurance Cover for various classes of vehicles have been prescribed for
the Financial Year 2022-23 and beyond, till the time the new rates are
notified. Comments and objections have been solicited from concerned
stakeholders within a period of thirty days.

5. Registration and Functions of Vehicle Scrapping Facility: This Ministry
issued the draft notification, GSR 192 (E) dated l0th March 2022 pertaining to

Motor Vehicles (Registration and Functions of Vehicle Scrapping Facility
Amendment) Rules, 2022. These amendments have been done to simplify and
digitize the process of vehicle scrapping for all stakeholders in the ecosystem,
such as vehicle owners, RVSF operators, dealers, regional transport authorities
etc. on the basis of feedback received on the rules.

Recognition, Regulation and Control of Automated Testing Stations (ATS):
This Ministry has issued a draft notification dated 25" March 2022 to carry out
certain amendments in the rules for 'Recognition, Regulation and Control of
Automated Testing Stations (ATS)", which were earlier published on
23" September 2021. The draft rules propose amendments in eligibility criteria
for establishing these stations, enabling vehicles registered in one state to be
tested in another state, and the criteria to declare a vehicle as end-of-life
vehicle.

Meeting of the Consultative Committee of the Ministry: Hon'ble  Minister
RTH chaired a meeting of Consultative Committee of MPs attached to the
Ministry on 24" Match 2022. The theme of the deliberation in the meeting was
"Road Safety”. The Committee Members expressed their concern about the high
number of accidents and deaths on road. It was emphasized that the number of
road accidents and fatalities on roads across the country needs to be reduced
through engineering, awareness and measures of enforcement. The important
issues discussed during the meeting were rectification of black spots,
requirement of widening of roads, provision of ambulance facilities and Trauma
Care Facilities on National Highways.

Inauguration of NH Projects in Rajasthan and Haryana:  Union Minister for
Road Transport and Highways inaugurated 19 numbers of National Highways
worth Rs 1,407 crore in the States of Rajasthan and Haryana. He also
dedicated two highway projects of the length 96.78 kms worth Rs.2,334 crore
in Sangali, Maharashtra on 26" March, 2022.

Signing of MoU between NHAI/NHLML, NHIDCL and M/o. Tourism:
An MoU has been signed between NHAI /NHLML, NHIDCL of this
Ministry and Ministry of Tourism. The MoU would facilitate leveraging expertise
of M/o. Tourism and ITDC for developing Way-Side Amenities (WSAs) and View-
Points at tourism places. This would further enable NHLML to construct world-

class WSAs at tourism places across all the North Eastern States.

Compensation through dedicated Bhoomirashi portal: Ministry of Road
Transport and Highways has issued 228 Land Acquisition Notifications and
processed Land Acquisition Compensation of an amount of Rs.33,03,79,652.94
(after TDS)- through Bhoomi Rashi /PFMs, during the month of March, 2022.




11. Standing Finance Committee (SFC) meetings:  In the month of March, 2022,
82 projects of length 2892.157 km and total capital cost of Rs. 48,907.13 Cr.
were appraised by SFC and recommended for approval.
