Subject: Monthly Summary for the Cabinet for the month of September, 2023.

Construction and Award of National Highways: Upto September, 2023 cumulatively
3,567 km of National Highways have been constructed and 2,286 km awarded as
compared to the construction of 3,559 km award of 4,092 km during the corresponding
period in previous year.

Capital Expenditure: MoRTH targets to achieve 91% of GBS CAPEX outlay by
December, 2023 against annual target of Rs.2,58,606crore. Upto September, 2023,
expenditure incurred is Rs. 1,62,220.86 crore (62.7%).

Inauguration and Foundation Stone laying of projects by Hon'ble Union Minister for
Road Transport & Highways: Three National Highway (NH) projects worth Rs.
3,695crore were inaugurated in Washim, Maharashtra. These pertain to 4-laning of NH-
161 from Akola in Maharashtra to Sangareddy in Telangana which is important for
connectivity between the two States.

Development of Multi Modal Logistics Park (MMLP) at Bengaluru:  National Highways
Logistics Management Ltd (NHLML), a 100% owned company of NHAI signed an
agreement for the development of Multi Modal Logistics Park (MMLP) at Bengaluru
proposed to be developed under the Public Private Partnership (DBFOT) model at an
estimated cost of Rs.1,770 crore. The MMLP is being developed in an area of 400 acre at
Muddelinganahalli in Bengaluru rural district in Karnataka. The project is poised to
become the first and largest MMLP ever implemented in the country under the PM Gati
Shakti National Master Plan.

Bharat New Car Assessment Program (BNCAP): Ministry of Road Transport and
Highways, vide G.S.R. 698(E) dated 27th September, 2023, has inserted a new rule 126E
in Central Motor Vehicles Rules (CMVR), 1989 regarding the Bharat New
Car Assessment Program (BNCAP). It introduces the concept of safety rating of
passenger cars and empowers consumers to take informed decisions. It will promote
export worthiness of the cars produced by OEMs in the country and increase the
domestic customers’ confidence in these vehicles. Additionally, the program will
encourage manufacturers to provide advanced safety technologies to earn higher
ratings.

Swachhata Pakhwada - Swachhaata Hi Sewa 2023: Ministry celebrated - Swachatta
Pakhwara (15-30 September) with involvement of all organisations of the Ministry.
Hon'ble Minister for Road Transport & Highways briefed the Media about the campaign.



During the Campaign, MoRTH and its agencies identified more than 13,000 sites for
cleanliness activities, which included Regional Offices, PD/PIU office, Construction
Camps, Toll Plazas, Way side amenities, Bus stops, Dhabas, NH Stretches. Cleanliness
activities have already been undertaken at 11588 sites. Besides, all the agencies have
been directed to make NH potholes free, remove encroachment and unclog the drainage
along NH, take care of street lighting and encourage use of plastic waste in road
construction. The cleanliness activities will continue during the Special Campaign 3.0
(2nd October-31st October).

7. Land Acquisition: A total of 172 Land Acquisition Notifications were issued and Land
Acquisition compensation of approximately Rs.510.29 crore were processed through
Bhoomi Rashi-PFMS of this Ministry.

8. Standing Finance Committee (SFC) Meetings: In the month of September, 2023, total
seven projects were appraised and six projects of length 218.608 km with total capital
cost of Rs.4526.87 were recommended by the SFC for approval.
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
