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The Transport Development Council in its 36" Meeting dated 28" O :tober,
2014 had decided that :-

“All India Permit for Tourist Buses will be valid for a period of five ye iars on
payment of annual consolidated fee at the following rates to allow sei mless
movement of tourist buses across the country:

. Rs.50,000/- for ordinary tourist buses,
. Rs.75,000/- for luxury tourist buses,
. Rs.1,00,000/- for super luxury tourist buses.

3 The State/UTs were requested for implementation of the National ‘’ermit
Scheme to facilitate easy application for, payment of fee for and grant of perm ts for
the contract carriages transporting tourists between the States/UTs. Thereafter, some
State Governments have written letters to MORTH that if the permit as decided are
notified, they will lose the revenue earned from such permit fee. Some States have
also represented that if the permit fee for the buses moving to other States is rec uced,
the buses reglstered within the State and moving on{y in the State will migrate a1 d get
registered in other States.

3. A meeting was held with Secretaries/Commissioners of Transport Depar ment
of various State Governments in the Transport Bhavan to review and finalise thi: rate
of the passenger taxes/permit fee for National Permit for Contract Carriages (T »urist
Buses) transporting tourists between States/UTs. The Minutes of the Meetin ) are
enclosed.

4. The amount for the permit fee was calculated on the basis of data givin by
various State Governments on the number of vehicles and the amount colle cted.
However, some of the States have written to MoRT&H stating that they will los 2 tax
revenue if the rates as decided in the resolution are implemented. These States ave
now given a revised set of data on the numbers and passenger tax collected from
“Contract Carriages" (Tourist Buses) with seats equal to or more than 16 numbers;
transporting passengers from and to other States and within the States, for the last
three years viz., 2011-12, 2012-13 and 2013-14.
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5. It may also be stated in this regard that a final decision will be taken oi ly after
careful study of data/information and no State/UT would be put to any financ al loss.
The Ministry is working on the data given by the representatives of States/UTs jresent
as entered in Annexure 2 and 3 of the enclosure. It was also made clear th: t if the
permit fee for the Contract Carriage transporting tourists between States and | /Ts are
made equal to or more than the permit fee for contract carriages moving only wi hin the
State/UT, none of the States would be put to a loss. This permit fee ciuld be
calculated based on the permit fee collected for the entire country and the nuinber of
vehicles availing such permit(s). It was accordingly decided in the meeting that all
States will furnish the following information for the Financial Year 2011-12, 1012-13
and 2013-14 within ten days as in Annexure- 4 & 5 of the enclosure.

6. It was also decided that in order to avoid the double/multiple ci unting,
States/UTs should provide information of the total number of such vehicles re¢ istered
in the State/UTs and availing permits as contract carriages for the years 2)11-12,
2012-13 and 2013-14 in Annxure-8 of the enclosure.

He also stated that the amount for the permit fee was calculated on the basis of the data
given by 34 States/UTs before the meeting of the TDC on the number of vehicles an the
amount collected, but some of the States have written to MORTH stating that they will
lose tax revenue if the rates as decided in the resolution are implemented. He stressec that
verification of data for accuracy is important as the calculation cannot be chaged
frequently.

3. Secretary (RT&H) after hearing from States/UTs stated that decision will be taken after

careful study of data/ information and no State/UTs shall be put in any financial lo s in

this regard.
